This newsletter article is going to look at some of the
details behind the third component ---“To actively serve
the community and world.”

We will invite and train our congregation to
participate in mission/service groups that reach out
to others, particularly those people in need at our
doorstep.

Critical to the implementation of this goal is to be certain
that our church members receive detailed training and
appreciation for missions and service. When we are able
to realize that there is a spiritual dimension for mission
work and it comes from the words of Jesus --“Did you
feed my sheep?” (John 21:15-18). Mission awareness
grows as we continue to focus upon the words of Jesus
in Bible study along with specific courses and
opportunities to become more involved in missions.

We will commit our resources, including physical
facilities, and collaborate with others toward meeting
community needs.

Currently we have the Mission of Mercy Lunch Bunch
that prepares a nutritious meal for the clients of Mission
of Mercy clients. Should we expand this to include a
weekly meal for the poor people in our neighborhood?

The office is keeping a list of the numerous phone calls
we daily receive for financial assistance. We are able to
only help a small fraction of all the requests. Our church
needs to step up to the plate to become more involved in
the support of the Crisis Center. They are always in
need of volunteer time, financial resources and other
administrative necessities. The Crisis Center should be
open all week — not just a day or so that it currently is.
RUMC could take a leadership role in turning this issue
around for the good of the community.

Should we set up an overnight shelter in the Dale
Chambers Community Youth Center? There is no
emergency shelter for displaced people in the
Reisterstown area. Currently, all families and single
women have to call a Baltimore County Hotline to be
admitted to Hannah More Shelter -- and it is always full.

We will expand youth opportunities for service,
recognizing that service is intrinsic with their faithful
walk.

As | work on this “front page”, | have just finished talking
to Amy McNeiland, RUMC’s Director of Youth and
Children’s Ministries. Amy and sixteen of our youth along
with several adults are at Camp Hope, the Appalachia
work camp sponsored by the United Methodist Church.
Next week our youth go on a similar work camp to Ohio.
An international youth mission trip is being discussed.
Our youth and adult leaders are into the world serving
Christ. The youth will help lead our church into missions.

RUMC 2008 Man of the Year

The 2008 Man of the Year was born in 1925, the
youngest of eight children. He attended McDonogh
School from the sixth grade through the twelfth grade
and worked at Royal Dunloggin and attended Johns
Hopkins at night until he was called into the military
service, where he served from 1945 until 1947. After
his tour of duty was over he attended the University of
Baltimore and graduated cum laude with a degree in
accounting. In 1953 he received his JD degree, his
CPA and passed the Maryland State Bar.

While attending the University of Baltimore he
worked part time at Fidelity and Deposit Company,
where he became reacquainted with LaRue Rutledge.
They fell in love and were married in 1948. In 1952
they moved to Reisterstown and joined RUMC. They
made many circles of friends and got together to sing
favorite old hymns. LaRue taught Sunday School for
almost 12 years while he enjoyed being involved in
minstrel shows, bowling, and became Chairman of the
Official Board of RUMC, a lay speaker, lawyer for the
church, President of the Recreation Council and
President of the 4™ District Democratic Club. In 1972
he became an auditor for the Circuit Court for
Baltimore City and he continues in that position
today. He was recently honored by the City of
Baltimore for 50 years of service in the field of law.
