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RUMC Youth:

As | sat down at my desk several weeks ago, and
began to pour through the mountain of information
before me, | was in awe at the things the RUMC
youth program has done over the years, and amount
of time and effort that has been given.

For those of you who don’t know much about the
youth program, it is the most active ministry group
in the church. We meet at least weekly, with added
activities on a regular basis. On average we have 5-
6 meetings a month; weekly attendance since | have
started is around 17, evenly split with high
schoolers and middle schoolers.

There is a cadre of volunteers surrounding this
group, from parents to teachers, to people who are
just generally excited about the idea of ministry.
They give up hours of free and personal time to
ensure that the youth program is of the highest
caliber and support the youth through devotions,
discussions, games, and food.

To be a part of this program is a joy from my
viewpoint. Often, youth ministry is touted by many
churches as a waste of time and money. Youth
rarely have much to drop in the offering plate, if
they are even able to muster themselves out of bed
to make a service in the first place

RUMC youth seem to be different. By July 24™ we
will have sent roughly 20 kids out in the community
for mission work, some will build houses and paint,
and others will open their hearts to strangers. Many
of these young people will help out with Vacation
Bible School, giving of that precious summer
freedom for the benefit of others. If you’ve been
involved, even in a cursory manner, you should be
proud.

Ministry however, never ends. As we gear up for
another busy summer, we should remember that
there are youth out there who aren’t plugged in, for
a multitude of reasons. Youth ministry means every
youth in this church/community/world is important
to us, and we need to be ready and willing to reach
out.
